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According to Rummel [1], peace has always been among humanity's highest values--for 

some, supreme. Peace is defined as equilibrium within social field. Peace can therefore, be seen as 

absence of dissension, violent conflict or war. It is the occurrence of harmony which is 

characterized by lack of violence and other conflict behaviors and includes freedom from fear of 

violence. Peace is not mere absence of war but includes social balance that ensures the absence of 

real or imagined causes of conflict from a human grouping. Peace is a perquisite for real 

development.  

Chemistry has been mostly linked to the development of weapons that are anti-peace and 

anti-humanities. In this regard, RSC [2] states that Chemistry has been central to warfare ever since 

the first arrow head was forged and never more so following the industrialization of war in the 

twentieth century with the improvement of explosives and the development of chemical weapons. 

UNESCO [3] states that “since wars begin in the minds of men, it is in the minds of men 

that the defenses of peace must be constructed”. Education in general and science education in 

particular, thus, have a strong place in realizing this vision. It is therefore vital to look at how 

Chemistry instills peace in the minds of men and women who study (get acquainted with) 

Chemistry formally (and informally).
