GENEESKlTI'.'DIGE WOORDEBOEK SURGEON TO NAPOLEON'S IMPERIAL GUARD

Geneeskundige Woordeboek. Afrikaans-Engels. Deur H. W.
Snyman, M.B. B.Ch. (W.W.Rand), M.D. (Groningen). Pp.
xxiv + 291. R13,75. Durban: Butterworths. 1974.

Hierdie woordeboek vul die leemte geskep deur sy voorganger
Engels-Afrikaans. Die boekepaar is 'n vereiste vir elke per­
soon verbonde aan die Geneeskunde in Suid-Afrika.

Smaakvol en netjies versorg en betroubaar gesaghebbend,
lewer dit 'n unieke bydrae tot 'n betreklik arm Afrikaanse
boekery.

Larrey: Surgeon to Napoleon's Imperial Guard. By R. G.
Richardson. Pp. x + 266. Illustrated. £4,50. London: John
Murray. 1974.

To students of Napoleon and military surgery this book is
required reading. To the profession its greatest interest lies
in Larrey's astonishing, imaginative ability to cope with
wounds and amputations without antibiotics or anaesthetics,
when hospital sepsis was a greater menace than the wounds.

Two further outstanding features for medical men are its
portrayal of an outstandingly compassionate man working in
almost impossible conditions, and the ever recurrent theme
of Larrey's lifelong unending battle with the lethargy, in­
eptitude and even plain hostility of 'Administration'.
