It is indeed rare to meet a man of such accomplishments
and to know him was to be enlivened by his energy and
enthusiasm. He died a lingering death from motor neurone
disease, but to the last, although incapable of speech or
movement except for one finger, he took on the final
challenge with the same courage and creativity that was
characteristic of his whole life. He was dedicated to his
family, his patients and his art.

He leaves his brave wife Ruth, a son Hugh and a daughter
Doraly.

Leo Wilfred Duchen
Professor Asher Dubb of Johannesburg writes:

Leo Duchen was one of the many Witwatersrand
University medical graduates who distinguished themselves
internationally. I met him on our first day at university in
1945 when the alphabetical sequence of our names placed
us together. Already then his gentle manner, his reserved
nature and his cultured mind seemed to make him appear
aloof from the rest of the class, but the few of us who got to
know him well were able to appreciate his kindness and the
depth of his feelings. When he graduated he chose not to
do his internship in the teaching hospitals. We shared our
first house-job at Waterval Hospital, the then Johannesburg
City Council's municipal hospital. Soon afterwards he
married his childhood love, the equally gentle Myra
Tannenbaum and completed his internship at the rural Jane
Furse Memorial Hospital. His next appointment was as
Demonstrator in the Department of Pathology, University of
the Witwatersrand Medical School and he progressed
steadily to become Senior Lecturer.

From 1959, having moved to the United Kingdom, he
concentrated on neuropathology at the Institute of
Psychiatry, University of London, starting off as Research
Assistant and advancing to the post of Reader in 1970 and
to a personal chair as Professor of Experimental
Neuropathology in 1975. During this period he also served
as Honorary Consultant Neuropathologist to the Bethlem
Royal and Maudsley Hospitals. From 1977 to 1992 he was
Professor of Neuropathology, University of London in the
Institu1e of Neurology, the National Hospital, Queen Square.

His academic qualifications were impressive, beginning
with the DCP (London) in 1955, followed in 1963 with PhD
(London), MD (Witwatersrand) in 1969 and DSc (London) in
1982. He was elected FRC Path and FRCP. He held office in
many of the British Associations of Neuropathology and
served as President, Section of Neurology in the Royal
Society of Medicine. He had numerous pUblications on all
aspects of neuropathology and was recognised as an expert
in the pathology of the pituitary. His major recognition was
the joint editorship of the 4th edition of the classic textbook
Greenfield's Neuropathology in 1984 and the 5th edition
eight years later. In 1992 he retired and was appointed
Emeri1us Professor of Neuropathology, University of London.
He devoted the next few years to be with his wife who
bravely bore her illness which reqUired many major
operations. She predeceased him by a couple of years and
he felt her loss very deeply.
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Leo Duchen was dedicated to his family. He was a
talented pianist and a passionate music lover. He was
contemplating returning to South Africa but the discovery of
an intestinal malignan'cy at the end of 1995 prevented that.
Pathology has lost a notable international figure; the world
has lost a scholar and a gentleman.

We extend our condolences to his son who is Reader in
physiology, his two daughters both successful academics;
and his grandchildren who will all sorely miss a loving father
and grandfather.

Books
ABC of Sports Medicine*
Edited by Greg McLatchie, Mark Harries, John King and
Clyde Williams. Pp. vii + 109. Illustrated. £16. London: BMJ.
1995. ISBN 0-7279-0844-8.

The ABC of Sports Medicine is a collection of sports
medicine articles published sequentially in the British
Medical Journal. This collection covers 25 topics written by
British sports medicine experts and is divided into three
sections - surgiCal, medical and general.

The surgical section includes chapters on general
management and prevention of sports injuries, two concise
and handy chapters on the management of head injuries
and of acutely injured joints, musculoskeletal injuries in child
athletes, immediate management of severe injuries and
overuse injuries. The medical section includes chapters on
overuse injuries, osteoporosis and exercise, infections, the
overtraining syndrome, sudden death, assessment of
physical performance, nutritional aids, drug use, and team
medical care. Included in the section on general topics are
chapters on the benefits of exercise, sports for older
persons and those with disabilities, sports physiotherapy,
exercise psychology and medical coverage for major events.

The stated aim of the book is to increase the general
understanding of doctors who have an interest in sports
medicine but who do not consider themselves specialists.
The book should succeed in this fairly circumscribed goal. It
is an introductory primer that will be of interest to
professionals with any shade of interest in the sports
medicine and exercise sciences. It serves as an excellent
introductory text that captures the scope and excitement of
this rapidly evolving area of medical specialisation.

But it is not a textbook and does not contain sufficient
information to approach completeness. Some of the
chapters are perhaps too basic or lack depth, others contain
occasional examples of dated or incorrect information.

These criticisms are, however, essentially trivial. As an
introductory text, the book has much to recommend it. For
the volume of information it contains, it is also very
competitively priced. For those who want to know more

He also advocates herbal,

homeopathic and nutritional approaches to the treatment of

infection, and this is where the academically orientated will

part company with him. The double-blind, randomised,

prospective, placebo-controlled, statistically validated stUdy

remains the cornerstone of proof of efficacy of today's

treatments, and much of his advocacy of the less orthodox

treatment modaJities are going to be regarded as anecdotal

by the purists. However, they do at least obey one of

Hippocrates' most important dicta, which is mote than can

be said for many of our modern drugs. 'Primum rion nocere'

- first do no harm.
